The work submitted should preferably be
not more than two years old.

Your portfolio should contain your original works from at least
two of the following categories: paintings, drawings, collages,
posters, sculptures, digital images (Photoshop, lllustrator, etc),
photographs, and/or video clips.

You are also expected to write a statement of intent - in about
100 words - stating your reasons for pursuing a programme
of study in art and design. Please include your goals, interests
and aspirations for the future.
