You will also spend seven weeks in the UK as part of the 

international placement at UAL.

Students will experience live client projects or 

internship as part of the course requirement. 

Such work experience aims to deepen 

students’ skillsets through industry application 

and attaining mastery by integrating theory 

with practice. Modules such as Design Studio 

and Design Futures and Insights, will enable 

students to develop skill sets that relate to their 

design toolkits while responding to real-world 

challenges in creative manners.

The reading of cultural issues with emergent 

political, economic, social, technological, legal 

environmental contexts will be woven into the 

curriculum as students study the impact of design 

with its integration in the community. Students will 

apply design thinking to explore interventions, test 

ideas, and assess their design impact.

The course offers students the opportunity 

to spend seven weeks on an international 

placement in London, studying with 

international practitioners and experts in 

their fields.

The studio modules 

will be conducted by faculty from London 

over this period, adding to the multicultural 

integration and collaboration.
